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Abstract

The aim of the study is to assess the polarity and polarization of the economic development of territories by homogeneous
groups. The object of the study is the economic space of the Republic of Bashkortostan. The subject of the research is the es-
sence of polarity, polarization and leveling in the socio-economic development of territorial entities. The research methods
are comparative, logical, statistical analysis, the analysis of structure and dynamics, graphical interpretation of the results.

The author proposes an original method for assessing the polarity and polarization of the spatial development of the
region. The method was tested on the example of municipalities of the Republic of Bashkortostan. The paper presents
a graphical model of polarization and leveling of polarization by typological homogeneous groups of municipalities. Ho-
mogeneous groups are characterized by the presence of a significant relationship between indicators of macroeconomic
dynamics, the content of internal structural interactions and dynamic changes in spatial structure. According to the types
of polarization the author presents strategies for advancing and catching up development, strategies for equalizing with
stagnation, the formation of a gap. The article shows optimal leveling limits.

The author draws a conclusion, that among municipal districts of the same typological group, gaps are formed and fur-
ther polarization occurs. The paper detects that, despite the difference between homogeneous groups of municipalities on
the socio-economic level, the processes of polarization are similar for each indicator. The study concludes about a unified
system of management policy in the region for all municipalities.

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Abstract

The article analyses the current practice of economic regulation of airport activities of the member states of the Eurasian
Economic Union (EAEU). The author concludes, that the demand management tools available to the air transport
market entities of the EAEU member states are limited.

In order to eliminate this limitation, the paper proposes the idea of an integrated information management platform for
marketing management in public-private partnership with a shift in focus towards the demand for transport services. The
study formulates the main tasks, that such a platform should solve, as follows: 1) managing the flight schedule of airlines
and the work of railway and bus operators at the airports of the EAEU member states; 2) the management of a database
on the demand for air transport services from tourist operators, as well as enterprises involved in the organization and
holding of exhibitions, conferences, cultural events; 3) the management of an integrated system for offering air transport
services for cargo and mail delivery.

The paper gives recommendations for the formation of a single transport space of the EAEU member states through
a digital decision-making system for assessing the economic potential of airports. In the course of the study, the author
clarifies the concepts of "natural monopoly" and "competitive market".

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Abstract

The article gives an overview, performs analysis and classification of successful managerial practices applied at Russian
industrial enterprises in the framework of the national project “Labour productivity and employment support”. The
paper emphasizes the main factors of labour productivity growth as follows: investment policy, growth of human capital,
and efficient use of managerial capital of enterprise.

In order to determine the need of enterprises to increase labour productivity, the author proposes four universal crite-
ria that signal the existing inefficiency even before the loss of competitiveness: 1) the dynamics of labour productivity
in the company is not positive during a given period; 2) the company is behind competitors by labour productivity
indicator; 3) the company is behind competitors by labour productivity growth rates indicator for a certain period;
4) unit production costs rise.

These criteria allow you to take into account the situation both within the enterprise and in comparison with other en-
terprises. Each criteria can be considered separately or in combination with the others, applied to enterprises of different
industries, specialization, and scale. Criteria indicate the direction of development in which the company is experiencing
difficulties at the moment, or may experience them in the future.

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Introduction [BeegeHne]

Labour productivity is both an important indicator
of the efficiency of manufacturing activity of enterprise
and a factor of its further development. Relatively high
values of labour productivity may characterize rela-
tively higher efficiency of organizational and manufac-
turing activities of enterprise compared to other enter-
prises, thereby reflecting its competitive advantages in the
short, medium, and long-term.

At the macroeconomic level, the actual problem for
developed and developing countries is the slowdown
in global economic growth. The reasons of the slowdown
are accumulated imbalances in developing economies
and structural constraints in developed ones. According
to statistics for 2005—2015, the gap in the level of labour
productivity between Russia and most of the countries
of the European Union, OECD, and the “Big Seven”
was more than twice against Russia'. Increasing labour
productivity is one of the possibilities to accelerate its
economic growth and socio-economic development.

The macroeconomic problems described above signal
low labour productivity at the microeconomic level. Lack
of access to the results of scientific and technological progress
and to external investments, low levels of human and man-
agerial capital, lack of understanding of the need to increase
labour productivity by enterprise’s management — all these
factors complicate economic development of enterprise.

The purpose of this article is to classify changes
in management that lead to labour productivity increase
and to formulate criteria for the need to implement labour
productivity improvement programs.

Labour productivity in scientific literature

For the purpose of further research, it seems appropri-
ate to define labour productivity. Researchers [Samuelson
and Nordhaus, 2009] define labour productivity as total
output divided by operating inputs. In [Huselid, 1995],
labour productivity is calculated as logarithm of the ratio
of sales to total number of employees. It is shown that the
aforementioned calculation method is convenient, since
it is a single index that allows us to compare the perfor-
mance of enterprises and evaluate monetary value of the
return on investments of high-performance working meth-
ods. In the work?, labour productivity is defined as gross
revenue per hour of labour input. Researchers [ El-Gohary

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and Aziz, 2014] consider labour productivity as the ratio
of output to labour hours.

In this article, labour productivity is defined as the
ratio of production volume of enterprise in monetary
terms to labour costs expressed in person-hours involved
in creating of this production volume.

Various works demonstrate the relationship between
labour productivity and management of enterprise. The
work [Jergeas, 2009] shows that there are four factors po-
tentially increasing labour productivity: management system,
labour force, technologies, and new techniques. However,
in [Rojas and Aramvareekul, 2003] it is demonstrated that
the use of new techniques and technologies may be neces-
sary but not enough, so the improvement of labour pro-
ductivity is the task of management. The study [Schein,
2008] shows that strong organizational culture is capable
to replace formal management by informal relationships
in enterprise. P. A. Mikhnenko [2018] explores types of or-
ganizational structure of enterprise and existing organiza-
tional culture. He demonstrates how the change in labour
force attitude to certain processes may lead to the formation
of new values within enterprise: an increase in the control
of supervisory personnel may be perceived by employees
as an increase in bureaucratization of business processes
and a transition to hierarchical type of organizational culture.

In [Diaz-Chao et al, 2015], innovative sources of labour
productivity for small enterprises of Girona are studied.
The results show that the main factor determining labour
productivity is the size of wages. In addition, in [Bogatyre-
va and Ilyukhina, 2020] it is shown that the increase in wag-
es outstrips the growth of labour productivity also at inter-
country level. Correlation between the level of competition
and labour productivity in the retail sector is studied in [Amin,
2015], and the author econometrically proves strong pos-
itive impact of pro-competitive reforms on the level of la-
bour productivity of retail enterprises.

Based on the above literature, we can state that the
system of management significantly affect labour produc-
tivity at enterprise. Let us turn to the consideration of meas-
ures implemented at Russian industrial enterprises, which
contributed to the growth of labour productivity.

Successful measures to increase labour
productivity at Russian industrial enterprises

Based on the data of the implementation of the na-

tional project “Labour productivity and employment
support”3, a list of companies, implementing measures

proposed by the project to increase labour productivity
and showing positive results at this point of time, was
compiled. Figure 1 shows data on the labour productiv-
ity of leading enterprises of Russian industries according
to the information for 2018 taken from the list above. Each
industry is represented by three columns: maximum labour
productivity in the sample; average labour productivity
in the sample, calculated as a ratio of labour productiv-
ity of all presented enterprises to their quantity; minimum
labour productivity in the sample. Industry samples con-
sist of limited number of enterprises (the number of them
is indicated below in brackets), demonstrating the highest
intra-industry values of labour productivity at the time
of the compilation of the list. The list includes oil and
gas industry (25 enterprises), machinery manufacturing
(100), metallurgical industry (70), construction materials
industry (50), energy industry (50), chemical industry
(70), food industry (100), electronic industry (50), elec-
trotechnical industry (30), instrument manufacture (30).

The analysis of Figure 1* makes it possible to state
that there are significant differences in labour productiv-
ity both between enterprises from different industries
and within each industry examined. A total of 575 lead-
ing enterprises are in the sample, while more than 5 000
Russian enterprises with total revenue of more than 51 %
of yearly Russian gross domestic product and the num-
ber of employees more than 5.5 million people were
examined during its compilation. It indicates that re-
maining enterprises in each industry, not included in the
number of leaders, show lower labour productivity than
the minimum values in Figure 1.

According to the analylitical calculations in the work?,
among the reasons of changes leading to labour produc-
tivity increase, the implementation of the principles of lean
production is noted. It includes the following components:
e diagnostics of the activities of enterprise in order
to identify the least efficient stages of production
process using mapping tools, Yamazumi chart, and
“spaghetti diagrams”;

e identification and elimination of losses including:
overproduction, overstock, excessive processing,
unnecessary transportation, unnecessary movements
of employees, inefficient distribution of working hours,
manufacturing defects;

e automation of production processes through the
implementation of digital and robotic technologies;

e purchase of equipment that allows to produce larger
quantum of output of stable quality within a fixed period
of time;

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e reorganization of workspace with the use of the 5S
Method;

e work on organizational skills of personnel according
to goal-setting principles: correct goal setting, explanation
of the contribution of every employee to the common
goal, problem-oriented approach to the distribution of tasks;
¢ creation of educational ecosystem through cooperation
with research centres and higher educational institutions
in order to train highly qualified personnel and develop
high-tech solutions to improve operational efficiency;
e focus on long-term sustainable development;

e creation of information centres to improve monitoring
quality through visualization of management: demonstration
of goals, interim results, and status of task execution;
e implementation of systemic improvements through
analysis of problems using Ishikawa diagram, brainstorming,
decision-tree building;

e increase of brand premium that represents the possibility
of the augmentation of product price due to better brand
recognition by customers and their locality to it.

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The above-mentioned changes are mostly related to the
management of enterprises. On the one hand, it indicates
the importance of managerial changes while increasing
labour productivity. On the other hand, it suggests that
labour productivity acts as an indicator of the efficiency
of management of enterprise.

Classification of changes in management that
lead to labour productivity increase
[Knaccndumkayma opraHM3aLMOHHbIX

The literature review presented below shows that the
increase in labour productivity could be characterized as
a result of building an effective production system of en-
terprise. In [Kononova, 2006], production system is un-
derstood as a way to organize production processes that
covers all the stages of production and product marketing
activities. Efficient production system is characterized
by high level of labour productivity, which helps to increase
the competitiveness of enterprise. In more detail, an in-
crease in labour productivity may be the result of:

1. Investment policy of enterprise.

In [Prosvirina et al, 2016] labour productivity is con-
sidered as one of five main indicators of the efficiency
of investment policy of enterprise and reflects the effi-
ciency of use of labour force. At the same time, it is
shown that total labour efficiency depends to the great-
est extent on investments in fixed assets, degree of in-
vestments in personnel training, and level of labour
productivity. Such investments can be aimed at full
or partial replacement of enterprise’s technologies, the
use of innovative inventions of science and technology,
focused on efficient and resource-saving production.

2. Augmentation of the human capital of enterprise.

Researchers Delsen and Schonewille [1999] substan-
tiate that factors, such as the rise of level of education
and training at workplace, positively affect the level of hu-
man capital and labour productivity. In [Rukumnuaykit
and Pholphirul, 2016] it is proved that employees of man-
ufacturing companies with higher level of education,
having completed additional training courses, and dem-
onstrating higher level of qualification within the frame-
work of cognitive (namely, in the field of information
technologies) and non-cognitive (leadership, time man-
agement, and effective communication) skills, contribute
to the increase of labour productivity at an enterprise.

3. Efficient use of managerial capital of enterprise, which
consists of three elements: management of labour, man-
agement of production, management of arrangements.
The article [Belkin et al, 2016] emphasizes that the reason
of economic problems of a large number of enterprises
is not the lack of external financing or fixed assets, but
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the imperfection of management of labour relations with-
in enterprise. The article [Simonenko, 2016] demonstrates
that efficient system of labour motivation and remunera-
tion contributes to the growth of labour productivity,
which leads to the increase of competitiveness of enterprise
and the achievement of strategic objectives.

In the research [Gagarinskaya et al, 2019] conducted on
a sample of enterprises in Russian and Canadian oil and gas
industry, labour productivity is significantly ahead than its
values in other industries. It seems possible to conclude that
an increase in labour productivity is possible if one changes
wage system, implying its division into basic remuneration
and variable remuneration. The variable remuneration de-
pends on the nature of employee’s activity and employee’s
effectiveness based on key performance indicators.

The article [Kuznetsova and Ugol’nikova, 2019] shows
that efficient management of organizational knowledge
of enterprise, considered as the result of synergetic effect
of the exchange of knowledge between employees during
the production and economic activity, contributes to the
growth of labour productivity, the improvement of prod-
uct quality, and the strengthening of competitive advan-
tages of enterprise. The paper [Bishin, 2017] states that
the development of intellectual capital of enterprise,
which includes managerial capital, contributes to the
growth of labour productivity through the formation
of creative thinking among employees and the increase
of their professional adaptability to changing conditions.

Criteria for the need to implement labour
productivity improvement programs [Kputepumn
Heo6XoANMMOCTY BHEAPEHNA NPOrpaMmm
NOBbILLIEHUA NPON3BOAUTENIbHOCTY TPYyAal

The above-mentioned management decisions can
increase labour productivity through reorganization
of productive and business processes of enterprise. The
question arises as to what enterprises one needs to im-
plement labour productivity improvement programs.

The following offers criteria that signal the need
to implement programs of labour productivity increase
at enterprises. The criteria are universal, that is, they
are suitable for enterprises of different industries, spe-
cialization, and scale. The criteria are as follows:

1. Dynamics of labour productivity at enterprise is not
positive for a given period.

This criterion indicates two possible scenarios: labour
productivity does not change, or it decreases.

Constant labour productivity indicates stable use
of available resources. The problem is that in this case
there is no qualitative improvement of production pro-
cesses. This may not be a warning signal in the short-
term; however, it can lead to the reduction of competi-
tiveness of enterprise in the medium and long-term.



Decreasing labour productivity signals a decline in the
efficiency of production processes and indicates tech-
nological or managerial problems of enterprise. In this
case, in the absence of changes, an enterprise may begin
to lose competitiveness in the short-term.

2. Enterprise lags behind competitors in terms of labour
productivity.

This criterion signals existing technological or manage-
rial backwardness of enterprise from competitors. This
is reflected in the fact of higher cost of production per unit
and higher ultimate price. Such backwardness can lead
to full or partial loss of the market by enterprise due to its
relative uncompetitiveness in the medium and long-term.

3. Enterprise lags behind competitors in terms of growth
rates of labour productivity for a given period.

This criterion indicates the presence of technological
or managerial advantages among competitors, which
gradually increase their competitive strengths. It can
lead to full of partial loss of competitiveness of enterprise
in the medium and long-term.

4. Increase in the cost of production per unit of output.

The growth of labour productivity, calculated as the
ratio of output to the number of labour force, may occur
because of the fact that the cost of production per unit
is growing. This moves the ultimate price up. With constant
production volume, its cost will be higher. However, the
increase in price caused by rising costs can provoke a re-
duction in demand in the short, medium, and long-term.

The above-mentioned criteria are used to determine
the need for implementation of technological and
managerial changes at enterprise. They signal existing
relative inefficiencies of enterprise even before it loses
competitiveness. Further research can be aimed at the
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development of a system of indicators focused on more
detailed diagnosis of problems of enterprise. Namely,
the recognition of technological and managerial factors
that can lead to inefficiencies.

Conclusion [3aknioueHne]

Thus, it is shown that labour productivity acts as an
indicator of the effectiveness of enterprise management
system. The article shows that management of enterprise
can significantly affect labour productivity. The paper
demonstrates that the increase in labour productivity
may be the result of:
¢ investment policy of enterprise;

e augmentation of the human capital of enterprise;
e cfficient use of managerial capital of enterprise.

The paper describes criteria signalling the need
to implement programs to increase labour productivity
at enterprises. They are:

e dynamics of labour productivity in enterprise is not
positive for a given period;

e enterprise lags behind competitors in terms of labour
productivity;

e enterprise lags behind competitors in terms of growth
rates of labour productivity for a given period;

e increase in the cost of production per unit of output.

These criteria are essential signals of existing tech-
nological and managerial inefficiencies at enterprise.
The use of these criteria subsequently can help to prevent
the loss of competitiveness of enterprise in the short,
medium, and long-term.

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Abstract

The subject of this study is trade between Russia and Vietnam. The purpose of the study is to identify historical features,
prevailing trends, development trends, current status and prospects for the development of international trade between
the specified countries. The research method is based on the logistics function of P.F. Verhulst and consists of: 1) select-
ing predicted values, initial value and indicators used for forecasting; 2) calculating the indicators necessary for compiling
a system of equations; 3) forming a system of equations and solving it; 4) calculating forecasted indicators; 5) building
a graphical forecasting model; 6) formulating conclusions.

The paper presents a historical overview of trade relations between Russia and Vietnam. The study develops a mathemati-
cal model for forecasting exports and imports of Russia and Vietnam by individual indicators until 2025. The authors
perform the calculation using statistical data for the period 2011—2018. The article presents the results of calculations
graphically. Based on the results of calculation the paper formulates the main directions, trends and prospects for the
development of foreign trade of both countries until 2025.

The results of the study can be used to teach disciplines that deal with trade issues between Russia and Vietnam. The
research materials may be of interest to business companies and government agencies dealing with issues related to inter-
national trade and forecasting.

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Abstract

The article considers the processes of digitalization of migration as a state policy aimed at improving the regulation
of migration flows. The purpose of the study is to show the possibilities of digitalization of migration in Russia and at the
international level, the positive aspects of this process and the main risks and threats arising during the implementation
of digital technologies for making managerial decisions. The relevance of the study is associated with the necessity of
introduction of digital technologies in the state management of migration processes. The paper reveals the concepts
of digital transformation and the digital state. The authors note the difficulties that arise when trying to define digital
technologies due to the unique and changeable social environment in which they are created.

The study used systematic and comparative methods, content analysis of print and electronic media, analysis of scientific
sources, which made it possible to study digital technologies as an object of state management of migration processes.
According to the results of the analysis the paper concludes that digital transformation technology can influence the
management of international migration in three different dimensions: 1) increase the gap between developed and
developing countries; 2) contribute to the modernization of traditional methods used in the practices of international
organizations; 3) influence the adoption of new, more informed management decisions in the field of migration to ensure
border security.

The authors reveal the main problems that developers of digital technologies and representatives of government bodies
may face when mass implementing these technologies in migration practice. The conclusions of the article can be useful
for interested government authorities involved in the regulation of migration processes.

Abstract

The article considers the method of planning the production capacity of a high-tech enterprise based on the application
of the Pontryagin maximum mathematical model. The presented method is aimed at increasing the productivity of the
equipment installed at the enterprise, in order to optimize the time spent and the volume of products produced. The
study analyses the activities of research and production enterprise in order to improve the level of efficiency of production
capacity management. The purpose of the research is to organize an effective process of planning production capacities
of a high-tech enterprise based on the application of the Pontryagin maximum mathematical model, which allows you
significantly to increase not only equipment performance indicators, but also optimize the time required to complete the
current production program.

The author tested the algorithms, models and methods proposed in the article at a research and production enterprise
engaged in the production of high-tech products. The use of the obtained models will allow you to optimize peak loads
in the current production program at the enterprise, reduce the labor intensity indicators in the annual production plan,
determine the necessary amount of production equipment, which will eventually reduce the amount of necessary invest-
ments.

Models of distribution of public transport correspondence

Abstract

The subject of this research is the theory of traffic flow modeling and modern transport infrastructure in cities and re-
gions. The article discusses the classification and application of various models of correspondence on public transport
routes — network, route, and multimodal.

The paper carries out a comparative analysis of two route models: 1) based on the intervals, where input information
about each route is limited to its tracking by the transport network graph, the sequence of stops, the times of movement
between stops and the frequencies of movement of vehicles; 2) based on schedules, that use detailed information about
the schedules of vehicles along routes (arrival time and departure time for each stop). The study concludes that in models
based on schedules, it is possible to define not behaviour strategies, as in the case of models based on intervals, but spe-
cific paths for each correspondence. As a result of the analysis of multimodal models of organization of transport flows,
the author came to the conclusion that the most popular at present are models of distribution of correspondence along
multimodal routes.

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Abstract

The article analyses the domestic and foreign practices of making decisions on financing projects related to demogra-
phy, health, and social protection of the population. The paper considers declarations, concepts, and strategies directing
to solve the problem of population aging, which is relevant for countries of the Europe, North America, the Russian Fed-
eration. The authors investigate the issues of an assessment of the social effect of implementing strategies and programs
for active longevity, in domestic science and practice and conclude, that at present, universal methodology is not devel-
oped, and the existing standard approaches are adapted from the management of corporate structures. The purpose of the
article is to test the system of measuring the social effect of implementing the concept of active longevity in the region.

The methodological basis of the study are the factor approach, methods of analysis of time series, the factor approach,
as well as recommendations of the World Health Organization (WHO), the United Nations Organization (UN) and the
European Union (EU). The scientific novelty of the presented results lies in the author's methodological developments:
the interpretation of the social effect of the active longevity strategy and the system of statistical indicators for assessing
the social effect in the implementation of active longevity strategies in the region. The practical significance of the results
is that the regions of the Russian Federation can use the author’s system of social effect meters to monitor strategies and
programs for the implementation of active longevity. The use of the system of indicators will provide a solution to the
problem of its quantitative assessment, it will allow us to find out the shortcomings of regional target indicators at the
planning stage and will help to increase the level of consistency of the goals of regional strategies with national goals and
requirements of international organizations.

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Abstract

The paper considers the concept of sustainable development that has been shaped under the influence of the planetary
ecological crisis associated with the increasing anthropogenic impact on the environment and awareness of progressive
mankind of the need for developing a new, non-anthropocentric, approach to environmental management and nature in
general. The authors perform a historical review of the origin and development of the concept of sustainable development
as it appears in the international regulatory documents that reverberate the decisions on changing the course of the entire
world community from technogenic to sustainable development. The study highlights the contribution of proposals to the
legislation of the Russian Federation to take joint actions in order to promote the “green economy” with the Constitution
of the Russian Federation dwelling upon the environmental articles, e.g. the major legislation of the environmental law
On Environmental Protection adopted recently, and a number of codes to ensure nature management scoping the regula-
tions for environmental and legal responsibility.

According to the Russian experts, the transition to sustainable development in each country and in the same country
throughout history may have different priorities, which is reflected in the legislation. In particular, the Government has
approved the Strategy for Sustainable Development of Rural Areas of the Russian Federation for the period up to 2030.
Currently, the legislation dwells upon the prevailing anthropocentric trends, but when the idea of sustainable develop-
ment reaches the critical mass, a transition from the consumer worldview to a respectful and friendly attitude of humans
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In the light of the threat of the global ecological
crisis that has made the great minds come to a halt and
reconsider the irresponsible and predatory use of natu-
ral resources anthropocentrism, i.e. making natural
environment subordinate to supreme human species has
received even greater development. The UN Stockholm
Conference on the Human Environment held on June
5—16, 1972! proclaimed Principle 1 that stipulates that
people are to be granted freedom, equality and adequate
conditions of life that allows dignity and well-being.
Man bears ultimate responsibility to protect the environ-
ment for future generations.

Obviously, the natural environment was considered
only as a means of meeting human needs where a human
is a pinnacle of creation. The same principle with slight
variations was maintained further.

The results of the conference were issued in Stockholm
Declaration (1972) which presented and analysed the
currents challenges in a systematic way, and also stated
26 Principles according to which economic factors were
crucial for ensuring sustainable development.

Our Common Future Declaration presented at the
42nd session of the UN General Assembly in December
1983 considered sustainable development as a means of
preserving nature for humans, i.e. development that
meets the needs of the present without compromising
the ability of future generations to meet their own needs
[Eds Evteev and Perelet, 1989].

In the constitutions adopted after the Stockholm
Conference (e.g. Spain, the Netherlands, Turkey and
many republics within the USSR), there appeared cor-
responding articles on the environmental rights and the
obligations of governments, i.e. the so-called environ-
mental, or green articles. However, the emotional com-
ponent, lack of a clear-cut definition of the terms used
to impede the performance of legal regulation and made
many documents unnecessarily declarative.

In 1987, the World Commission on Environment and
Development (WCED) considered the concept of sus-
tainable development from the standpoint of ecologi-
cally balanced solution to social and economic issues,
within which the human well-being does not cause en-
vironmental degradation and depletion of natural re-
sources. Herewith, the decisive factor of sustainable
development is taking into account the environmental
factor, i.e. eco-efficiency.

Despite the fact the global crisis recovery has been
widely discussed, there is still no commonly shared

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definition of the term sustainable development. How-
ever, such development provides for the implementation
of the second condition, i.e. eco-equity that is deemed
as global economic justice of using natural resources
within one generation and between generations.

In the 1990s, the number of definitions of sustain-
able development reached several dozen, and since then
has increased even more. Currently, the term sustain-
able development refers to economic and social chang-
es when the exploitation of natural resources, investment
channels, scientific and technological progress, per-
sonal development, institutional transformations and
economic performance are interconnected and strength-
en the current and future potential to meet human needs
and aspirations.

Meanwhile, there was already a shift from the reck-
less use of nature for the benefit of man to a more pru-
dent and careful attitude towards it.

The UN Conference on Environment and Develop-
ment UNCED held Rio de Janeiro, in June 1992, was
to eliminate contradictions between the development of
civilization and nature conservation. At the conference
a special value was placed on the evolution of the sus-
tainable development concept, as the concept set to so-
ciety, states and the business community the task of so-
cial responsibility and introduced a new tool, which
is now deemed as a sustainable development strategy?.
The strategy was introduced regarding economic, social
and environmental prospects. 179 countries represented
by their leaders at the conference made an unprecedent-
ed decision to shift the course of development of the
entire global community from technogenic towards sus-
tainable development.

The adopted concept has received official recognition
as its main document Agenda 21 was an appeal to the
governments of several countries who should develop
national strategies for sustainable development with
broad public involvement. Today, this concept is the
most widespread and is often referred to as the world
model of the future of civilization. Agenda 21 says that
sustainable development is aimed at eliminating pov-
erty and preventing environmental degradation.

The conference was held within the stable geopolitical
landscape when the political tensions between the USSR
and the United States were over, the economy of the
developed countries showed a marked tendency to grow,
while some developing countries demonstrated positive
socio-economic dynamics, etc. All these gave rise to hopes
that the countries would, cooperate to build a new world

where economic activity is counterbalanced with the
preservation of the environment, without hunger and poverty.

In the Russian Federation, along with the active ac-
tions of the authorities at all levels the economic growth
of the early 2000s contributed to the solution to a num-
ber of problems in the socio-economic sphere and en-
hanced the environmental performance.

As a follow-up to the Rio-92 decisions, Russia adopt-
ed Presidential Decree “On the State Strategy of the
Russian Federation for Environmental Protection and
Sustainable Development” No. 236 as of February 4,
1994 (which is no longer valid). Further, by his Decree
No. 440 “On the Concept of the Transition of the Rus-
sian Federation to Sustainable Development” as of April
1, 1996, the President approved the concept of sustain-
able development and had the Government of the Rus-
sian Federation take into account its provisions in order
to develop forecasts and programs of socio-economic
development, prepare regulatory legal acts, adopt eco-
nomic decisions, and also develop and submit to the
President of the Russian Federation a state strategy draft
for sustainable development of the Russian Federation.
Historically, the Decree was the first to instruct the
executive authorities to be guided in their program, legal
and economic activities by the provisions of the concept
of sustainable development, and also set the task to de-
velop the problem at the strategic level.

Critics argued that the concept of sustainable devel-
opment was shaped from the standpoint of environmen-
tal absolutism and liberal economic monetarism, and
was not able to assist the legislature in solving the prob-
lem of environmental sustainable development both
globally and in Russia. However, the majority of sup-
porters of the Concept and famous ecologists [ Danilov-
Danilyan, 1995] emphasized its environmental meaning
as it promoted planning the economy performance re-
garding the economic capacity of the biosphere, preserv-
ing natural ecosystems, maintaining biological diversity.

The idea of sustainable development was further
reinforced in the Environmental Doctrine of the Rus-
sian Federation approved by the “Order of the Govern-
ment of the Russian Federation” of August 31, 2002
No. 1225-13. The Environmental Doctrine of the Rus-
sian Federation was not implemented and enforced
by the President, but only approved by the Government
of the Russian Federation. The document contained
provisions aimed at preserving natural systems, main-
taining their integrity and life-supporting functions for

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the sustainable development of society, improving the
quality of life, improving health of people and the
demographic situation, and ensuring the country’s
environmental safety. The main ways to achieve this
goal are to ensure sustainable use of natural resources;
reduction of environmental pollution and resource
conservation; preservation and restoration of the natu-
ral environment. In order to implement all these provi-
sions we have to preserve and restore biological diver-
sity and self-regulation of natural systems as a compul-
sory requirement for the existence of human society.

Some principles of sustainable development are pro-
vided in the Constitution of the Russian Federation and
have been stipulated in a number of regulatory legal acts
of the Environmental Legislation. Environmental inter-
ests are stipulated in Section 1, Article 9 of the Consti-
tution of the Russian Federation, which provides that
land and other natural resources are used and protected
as the vital factors that ensure living conditions and
activities of those peoples who inhabit the territory of the
Russian Federation. The environmental rights of citizens
are stipulated in Article 42 of the Constitution of the
Russian Federation. These constitutional regulatory
enactments are basic for the legal regulation of nature
management and environmental protection, which is also
provided for in Paragraph 1, Article 72 of the Constitu-
tion of the Russian Federation. Nevertheless, there was
no consistent focus on ensuring sustainable development
in the system of legislative acts of the Russian Environ-
mental Legislation.

The provisions of the concept of sustainable development
were taken into account when drafting the new Federal Law
No. 7 “On Environmental Protection”. Though in the text
of the Law adjective environmental is omitted it persisted
in being the major law of the ecological legislation.

As it is stated in the Preamble, the Federal Law deter-
mined the legal framework of state policy of environmen-
tal protection ensuring a detailed resolution to social and
economic problems, preserving a favourable environmen-
tal conditions, biodiversity, maintaining conservation and
regeneration of nature in order to meet the needs of present
and future generations, reinforcing the legal enactments
in the sphere of environmental protection and safety.
In broader terms, in comparison with the previous Law
“On Environmental Protection” the regulation mechanism
in the environmental sphere is emphasized.

One of the absolute advantages of the new Federal
Law of 2002 is the fact that many articles contain the
requirement to introduce the best cutting-edge tech-
nologies. Thus, according to Article 36, the standards
of permissible anthropogenic effect on the environment
are to be met in designing buildings, structures, con-
structions and other objects, with measures be taken
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to prevent and further eliminate environmental pollution,
production and consumption waste solutions, with fur-
ther use of resource-saving, low-waste and non-waste
technologies that contribute to environmental protection,
restoration of the natural environment, sustainable use
and reproduction of natural resources.

The Federal Law strictly prohibits combining the
functions of state control in protection of the environ-
ment and the functions of the economic use of natural
resources, etc.

However, the Law contains many declarative provi-
sions where a number of articles contradict one other
[Brinchuk, 2009]. In this regard, in accordance with the
changes in the socio-political and economic structure,
numerous changes, additions and amendments have been
made and continue to be made to the regulatory legal act.

Despite the fact the Federal Law had some drawbacks,
the Russian Federation was ready to discuss the results
of using the principles of sustainable development, sched-
uled in September 2002 at the World Summit, Johan-
nesburg, South Africa. The Forum aimed to revitalize
the global partnership required to achieve the sustain-
able development goals. It was assumed that in order
to implement the provisions of Agenda 21 a larger pro-
gram will be developed within the UN system, in addi-
tion to UNEP. The official account of the Conference
proceedings was provided in The Future We Want Report*.

However, the decisions of the summit and the 47th
session of the UN General Assembly did not provide
specific guidance for further allocation of new additional
financial resources, since Agenda 21 shall be implement-
ed mainly by states, while now it is being to be funded
by the public and private sectors with the support from
UN parties if necessary. Conceived as a continuation
of Ri092, the provisions Rio+10 showed that environmen-
tal protection has given way to eliminating poverty in most
countries’ policies. Poor countries demanded aid for their
development, at least up to 0.7 GDP of prosperous coun-
tries. So far, the very concept of sustainable development
has not acquired new clarifications. If earlier the global
aspects served as the basis for uniting the efforts of the
world community to preserve the biosphere, at the summit
the biosphere issues were completely forgotten.

The development of society at the end of the 20th
century was mainly focused on rapid economic growth,
which caused unprecedented damage to the environment.
The market economy has shaped a new meaning of be-
ing rational, e.g. rational profit was proclaimed as the

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only truth without ethical concern in nature. Moreover,
ecological thinking was frequently rejected and was
branded as naive and ridiculous. Human treatment of the
environment based on human supremacy has become
one of the main causes of the ecological crisis on the
planet, while the increased role of the economy was the
most potent factor in the destruction of the biosphere.

At the forum in Johannesburg, Russia presented a de-
tailed report on fulfilling international treaty obligations
in environmental protection. However, it was kept silent
that all environmental codified acts, e.g. Land, Forest,
Water Codes, were altered in order to weaken environ-
mental requirements. This was justified by the early ap-
plication of environmental laws. According the leading
economists, Russia will take care of the environment when
it becomes rich. According to the generally shared opin-
ion, nature conservation is the lot of prosperous states,
which is vigorously stated by countries with resource
economies, who by definition are either not able or do
not want to protect their ecosystem [Mayorova, 2017].

The global financial and economic crisis of 2008—2009
interrupted the progressive development of Russia and
many countries of the world. Environmental issues down-
graded on the list of priorities. Nevertheless, in 2011-2012,
an expert group helmed by V. A. Mau and Ya. I. Kuzminov
developed Strategy 2020 on behalf of the Government
of the Russian Federation. The authors assumed that Rus-
sia was to reach the sustainable development aimed at mod-
ernizing the economy and ensuring the convenient transi-
tion to the innovative development and the infrastructure
of the post-industrial society [Polozhikhina, 2014].

The World Wildlife Fund (WWF), the Zoological
Society of London (ZSL) and the Global Footprint Net-
work (GFN) issued the Living Planet 2012 report timed
to coincide with the June UN Rio 20 Conference on Sus-
tainable Development in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. The
report says that the entire global economy operates on nat-
ural credit consuming 50 per cent more biological re-
sources than it could afford with setting the task of balanced
development. The Brazilian Summit showed the many
difficulties in implementing sustainable development
policies. With difficulty the conference achieved a decision
to launch the process of developing the Sustainable De-
velopment Goals, which in 2015 were supposed to replace
the Millennium Development Goals and to establish the
United Nations High Level Political Forum on Sustain-
able Development (HLPF). In addition, the parties got
the UN Statistics Office work on new indicators of sus-
tainable development that would add to the GDP. They
also agreed to expand the membership of the Council
of the United Nations Environment Program (UNEP)
without enhancing its rank and without gaining a status
of an organization within the UN system. According to the



UN, the total amount of the announced funding for
sustainable development projects in agriculture, energy
and transport, natural disaster risk reduction, forestry
policy and other areas exceeded 510 billion USD. On the
whole, the finalized document of the summit turned out
to be weak and inadequate”.

A way out of this situation is a model of sustainable
development that presupposes a balance of economic
growth rates with the rates of reproduction of natural
resources and the quality of the environment within the
framework of the nature’s assimilation potential. How-
ever, all proposals for joint actions to promote the green
economy are not obligatory. Russian experts concluded
that the transition to sustainable development in each
country and in the same country at different times may
have different priorities [Ursul, 2013].

Nevertheless, this model is taken into consideration
extremely rarely. Apparently, that is why it has found
low leagal performance. However, the voices of repre-
sentatives of the active part of society about the need
to introduce green economy are louder and louder.

According to the authors green economy is aimed
to increase the standards of living and eventually to sig-
nificantly reduce the degree of exploitation of the natu-
ral environment and natural resources. The invariance
lies in the basis of this principle, i.e. mankind has
no other way out. It is possible to introduce green econ-
omy if we rely on resource-saving and innovative tech-
nologies, which is able to reduce the risks to the environ-
ment. Evidently, green production will require regulations
to be introduced that will oblige businesses to establish
certain principles of work. In the meanwhile, all propos-
als to promote this are only advisory and are optional.

Russian environmental legislation is being constant-
ly modernised. However, the innovations introduced are
not directed at strengthening environmental protection
measures, but at monetising the negative impact on the
natural environment.

Moreover, the Russia’s state policy of sustainable
development is to be implemented in rural areas regard-
ing the long-term socio-economic development of the
Russian Federation for the time period up to 2020 year
approved by the Order of the Government of the Russian
Federation No. 1662-r as of November 17, 2008, and the
Spatial Development of the Russian Federation Strategy
for the time period up to 2025 approved by the Order
of the Government of the Russian Federation No. 207-r
as of February 13, 2019. The main points of the Concept
of Sustainable Development of Rural Areas of the Russian

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Federation for the time period up to 2020 approved by the
order of the Government of the Russian Federation No.
2136-r as of November 30, 2010, were developed in the
Strategy for Sustainable Development of Rural Areas
of the Russian Federation for the time period up to 2030
approved by the Order of the Government of the Russian
Federation No. 151-r as of February 2, 2015, and are
implemented within the framework of the State Program
for the Development of Agriculture and Regulation of Ag-
ricultural Products, Raw Materials and Food Markets
approved by Decree of the Government of the Russian
Federation No. 717 as of July 14, 2012.

The development of the strategy is up to the point:
being an unstable agriculture, Russia’s is not a bonanza
farm which is able to feed everybody. However, many
Russian areas can be successfully used for growing fodder
plants, animal husbandry and a number of rare industries
(beekeeping, flax growing, berry growing, reindeer breed-
ing, etc.). Contrary to popular belief, the country’s agri-
culture continues to develop, e.g. in grain production,
Russia occupies a leading position in the world due to the
presence of regions with appropriate climate conditions.
Thus, the developed programs for developing rural areas
should be based on the environmental imperative.

The public discussion of the amendments to the
Constitution of the Russian Federation in the spring
of 2020 raised environmental initiatives at the meetings
of the working group. The construction lobby and in-
dustry representatives who take interest in making a prof-
it but not in preserving the country’s nature are disposed
towards over-exploitation of natural resources. Introduc-
ing a consistent and effective environmental policy can
make their activities unprofitable.

On a par with qualified ecologists, animal protectors,
public organizations and financiers urged the state to place
special emphasis on nature protection. They take particu-
lar interest in ensuring the fact that foreign creditors with
high requirements for environmental policy see that Russia
is following the policy of greening and protection of nature.

According to Article 2 of the Constitution of the Rus-
sian Federation, people with their rights and freedoms
are considered to be the highest resource and value. This
dictum was introduced to the Russian legislation in the
90s of the 20th century. At that time, it voiced a denial
of collectivism imposed from the upper government struc-
tures, the attitude towards a person as a cog in the machine.
However, after the period of euphoria, people have come
to the understanding that the seemingly humane statement
written in the country’s fundamental law can be inter-
preted as the priority of human rights and human needs
over nature. Since a person has a quality of the highest
value, all nature conservation activities should be carried
out in the name of humans and for the sake of preserving
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them as species, for their protection and salvation. This
point of view has many supporters in the science of en-
vironmental law [Brinchuk, 2017].

Suffice it to point out that there is a tendency to con-
sider environmental safety as a state of human protection
from a dangerous and hostile nature, despite the alternative
definition given in the glossary of the basic environmental

law. The existence of man as a biological species is impos-
sible outside the natural environment.

Despite the prevailing anthropocentric tendencies, the
Concept of Sustainable Development aimed at taming
the excessive exploitation of natural resources can be an-
alysed as an obligatory first step towards a careful, sustain-
able attitude towards nature where mankind belongs.

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Abstract

The purpose of the article was to study the influence of the COVID-19 pandemic on the sustainability of workers. The
paper analyses relevant domestic and foreign publications in the field of labour and employment. There is no single point
of view regarding remote employment as one of the most effective ways to preserve health of workers. Among the main
disadvantages of remote employment are the lack of live communication and contacts with colleagues, difficulties with
organizing the workflow in the technological aspect, as well as the difficulty of combining work and household respon-
sibilities. Researchers have an unambiguous position on reducing the number of working hours, fears of losing jobs or
earnings — such risks are increasing in many regions of the world, and part of the population has already directly faced
such problems. At the same time, for example, fears of losing a job largely depend on the form of ownership, the specifics
of the organization’s activities, etc. The study pays particular attention to the situation of certain categories of workers and
vulnerable segments of society in the labour market. The authors outline the prospects for remote employment and main-
taining the sustainability of the position of workers in the new socio-economic reality. Keywords: coronavirus pandemic,

The study uses materials from publications of both Russian and foreign authors, experts in the field of political science, his-
tory and international relations, as well as documents regulating the foreign policy activities of the highest state authorities.

The paper considers the process of forming the priorities of Russia's foreign policy both from the point of view of accumu-
lated historical experience and continuity of the internal order, and in parallel with the processes of transformation of the
entire system of international relations and the world order. The article notes the multi-vector nature of Russia's foreign
policy strategy aimed at developing multilateral interstate relations, achieving peace and security in the interstate arena,
actively countering modern challenges and threats to interstate security, as well as the formation of a multipolar world.

The authors conclude that at present, Russia's foreign policy activity is aimed at strengthening Russia's prestige, sup-
porting economic growth and competitiveness, ensuring security and implementing national interests. Internal political
reforms contribute to strengthening the political power of the President of the Russian Federation and increasing the
efficiency of foreign policy decision-making.

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Abstract

The subject of the study is the social network theory for the management of international migration. The theory sug-
gests that migration from the society of origin to the hosting society can occur if links exist between these two societies,
and that the flow of migrants follows the established links. The theoretical prediction which one can make is that, if
the political administration wishes to establish a flow of migrants between any two societies, a link between these two
societies must be established first.

The author tested the theory on the case of managing the emigration of workers by the government of Bangladesh. The pa-
per found that, firstly, the links between the origin society and the host society were created artificially, however, in contrast
to the theoretical forecast, the author observed that such links usually do not correspond to the geographical distribution of
maximum proximity to origin or destination society. Instead, the study revealed, that the closeness of communication be-
tween two societies is generated by the proximity between political administrations of the same societies, which contradicts
the theoretical expectations. In this regard, the author proposed to expand the theory of international migration in the social
network, suggesting that the proximity between two political administrations, and not between two societies as a whole, is
a condition necessary for international migration. This, in turn, allows us to fill a theoretical gap that is associated with the
relationship between social network theory and the management of international migration. The paper concludes that it is
possible to generate arbitrary migration flows, creating appropriate links between any two societies.
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Introduction: The problem of managing
of international migration [BBegeHue:

International migration is a social phenomenon which,
by its own nature, is susceptible to escape the jurisdiction
of any single government, leading to known socio-eco-
nomic [Muxaitnenko, 2019; Ott & Boonyarak, 2020]
and security concerns [Adamson, 2006] on the parts
of the public administrations involved. The literature
on international migration suggests that governments
can manage migration, and can also artificially increase
or decrease it, by means of creating specialised institu-
tions that operate at a national level, but also by means
of international organisations competent by sector [Gei-
ger & Pécoud, 2010]. The problem with this approach,
however, is that by considering the management of mi-
gration as if it were a phenomenon independent from
the underlying society, one forgets the otherwise appar-
ent reality that migration is a phenomenon that precedes
the appearance of political institutions [Brettell & Hol-
lifield, 2013]. This consideration therefore calls for the
development of a socio-political theory on the manage-
ment of international migration, which considers both
the political, administrative aspects of it; but also, and
more importantly, its fundamental social nature [O’Reilly,
2013]. This type of problem has been identified as a
theoretical gap in the studies of migration, and therefore
led to a call for the development of interdisciplinary
approaches which would merge sociology, anthropol-
ogy, economics, and political studies [Morawska, 2017].
This paper is therefore inserted in the theoretical ap-
proach to the study of migration which looks at inter-
disciplinary research as the desirable theoretical frame-
work for studies on the phenomenon. The objective
which we here propose is to fill the theoretical gap which
relates to the emergence of macro-level networks of re-
gional and international migrations [Bilecen et al, 2018],
in order to explain why migration flows emerge between
previously separated societies. This will be done by test-
ing a naive interpretation of the social network theory
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on migration for the specific case of the Bangladeshi
labour emigration and, after verifying that a simple net-
work approach does not suffice to explain the phenom-
enon, we will propose a theoretical development that
includes politico-administrative management, and there-
fore of the role of policy and public administration,
in creating otherwise missing social links between two
societies. Within this context, we will show that public
administration attempts to “steer rather than serve” the
underlying social system with regards to migration [Den-
hardt & Denhardt, 2000], but also that, in doing so,
it causes unintended consequences which prevent the
administration’s declared objectives from being attained
[Brettell, 2013; Dahler-Larsen, 2014].

Social network theory on international
migration [Teopuna coymnanbHbIX ceTen
no mMeXXayHapoaHon murpauunmn]

The most promising theory which uses interdiscipli-
narism as an underlying, foundational principle is the
social network theory on migration [Waldorf, 1996], along
with its extension to anthropology [Brettell & Hollifield,
2013]. The social network theory on international migra-
tion starts by imagining that a social network exists in the
country of origin, and that another social network exists
in the country of destination for any possible flow of mi-
gration (Fig. 1). In this sense the theory is simply an ex-
tension of the social network approach of social sciences
[Krause et al, 2007] to the international level in general
and to the sector of migration in particular.

The big darker circle on the Figure 1 describes the
country of origin of a migratory flow, while the big
lighter circle describes the country of destination. The
smaller circles in the two big circles identify individuals,
connected by social relationships, which constitute a lo-
cal social network. On the left, the two social networks
are disjointed, as no link between any two of their ele-
ments exists. On the right, the two social networks are
connected, because there is an element, the circle, which
is simultaneously connected to at least one individual
from each social network. The theoretical prediction
that can be made is that migration does not occur in the

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system represented by the image to the left, while it oc-
curs in the system represented by the image to the right.

The first theory would suggest that migration occurs
where the links between two societies exist, but does not
explain by itself the process through which such links
are created. To do that we require the inclusion in our
theoretical framework of the public administrations
which operate on migration.

Political and administrative management
of migration [MonuTuko-agMnHNCTpaTNBHOE
ynpasneHue murpauuen]

Public management, in general, is based on the the-
oretical assumption that it is possible to govern a social
system by means of a specialised organisation which
is embedded in it [Bovaird & Loffler E. (Eds), 2015]; this
organisation is typically referred to as “government”
or “public administration”. By starting with this assump-
tion, it is subsequently possible to develop the concept
of a “policy”, which indicates a strategy or a set of actions
that the public administration undertakes in order to cause
effects on the social system in which it is embedded [Dye,
1992]. If policies exist, it is then possible to study them
for the purpose of understanding the modifications that
such policies will determine on the underlying social
system [John, 2013]. Policies can have the consequence
of either changing the rules of social behaviour, which
then allows them to be studied under the theoretical
framework of (neo-)institutionalism [Radaelli et al, 2012],
but can also have the consequence of changing the gov-
ernmental structure alone or its behaviour, in what case
they can be studied under the theory of public sector
reform [Beh et al, 2018]. One particular type of public
policy is the one which covers migration [Cebula & Nair-
Reichert, 2012], which can in principle be analysed un-
der both neo-institutionalism [Shrestha, 1987; Hollifield,
2004] and public sector reform [Noy & Voorend, 2016].
For our purposes, however, since we intend to understand
the reasons behind the emergence of migration flows
between societies, where previously there were none, and
the way in which this phenomenon depends on decisions
or behaviour of the public administration, the approach
which we will follow is that of public sector reform. This
approach has already been employed to study migration
in the case of the Cook islands [Glassie, 2018] and rural
China [Fields & Song, 2020], and it has also been applied
for the study of internal migration and urbanisation
in Bangladesh [Hossain, 2013]. Within the context of this
theory, we therefore want to study the policies and reforms
that an administration competent on migration assumes,
and analyse its impact on the underlying migratory phe-
nomenon. The last aspect of public sector reform with
regards to migration that is worth mentioning is its
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tendency to generate unintended consequences; that is,
effects which deviate from the ones desired by the policy
planner [Ghobadian, 2009]. These consequences tend
to be particularly wicked, and as reported by the literature
they tend to concern increased institutional barriers to le-
gal migration [Massey & Pren, 2012], health hazards for
the migrants [Cornelius, 2001], and the promotion of hu-
man trafficking [Warren, 2012] and workers’ exploitation
[Craig et al (eds), 2015]. This leads to the idea that, while
in practice governments attempt to manage migration,
the theory which suggests that migration could in prin-
ciple be effectively managed by governments without
nasty side-effects is wrong [Guiraudon & Joppke, 2003].

Political management of migration through

The social network approach and the theory on pub-
lic management of migration can be merged (Fig. 2),
in order to study how a public administration can affect
migration by means of engineering the underlying social
network on which migration occurs.

It has been proposed that a theory of functionalism
could replace institutional theory for the study of migra-
tion policies [Boswell, 2007], and in here we apply
a modification of the functionalist theory to study the
specific problem of creating migration flows where pre-
viously there were none. This mixed theoretical approach
has already been applied to the study of the emigration
of Algerian citizens to the United Kingdom [Collyer,
2005], where it lead to the consideration that familial
ties alone cannot explain migration, in systems where
political and economic considerations are taken into
account. One theoretical justification of the inability
of social network theory to explain migration alone,
which thus justifies its further theoretical extension,
is that the ego-network of the migrant is reshaped as mi-
gration takes place [Phithakkitnukoon et al, 2001], as a
consequence of the fact that the migrant, through their
relocation, destroys and creates new links more fre-
quently than the general population [Sluzki, 1998], This
feature of the phenomenon of migration, that can be thus
considered as having a character of intrinsic dynamic
evolution, has long been known to the researchers [Gu-
rak & Caces, 1992], and it has been suggested that the
evolution of social networks towards higher forms of com-
plexity is a consequence, rather than a cause, of migra-
tion of some of its elements [Stokman & Doreian, 1997].
This idea has also been partially supported by experiments
on computer simulations [Barbosa Filho et al, 2011],
and is gaining traction in recent times, with the sugges-
tion that the social network itself moves by means

of migratory flows, rather than migratory flows being the
consequence of modification in the behaviour of social
networks [Schapendonk, 2015]. For the purpose of our
paper, we therefore imagine that the dynamic evolution
of a social network, and in particular the creation of new
links, can occur as a consequence of policies, or goal-
oriented actions, of the public administration.

Political and administrative management

of migration in Bangladesh [Monutuko-
aAMWHUCTPATUBHOE ynpaBiieHne Mmurpaumen
B baHrnapew]

The politico-administrative organisation in charge
of adopting migration policies in Bangladesh is the
Ministry of Expatriates’ Welfare and Overseas Em-
ployment, which has been founded by the Emigration
Ordinance, n. 29 of 1982!, in the same decade in which
other South Asian countries, and in particular India,
Pakistan, and Sri Lanka, adopted analogous rules for
the establishment of ministries that would promote
the emigration of their national labour force [Kele-
gama (Ed.), 2011]. The ministry is in charge of su-
pervising the migratory policies of the country, and
to establish departments, subordinated to it, for the
facilitation of migratory movements. The most im-
portant of such departments is the Bureau of Man-
power, Employment, and Training (BMET), which
was tasked with organising the pre-departure training
of the prospected labour force [Islam, 2007]. This task
was not achieved directly, but by means of a com-
pany called Bangladesh Overseas Employment and
Services Limited [Abrar & Billah, 2016], which provides

the implementation of the migration policies, by means
of the organisation of training activities and educa-
tional programs. In addition to these organisations,
there is also a series of private recruitment agencies,
which act as intermediaries between potential employ-
ers abroad and Bangladeshi prospected emigrants
at home, and are of particular relevance for our re-
search. These organisations are formally independent
from the ministry, but de facto are required in order
for the implementation of ministerial policies to take
place. We believe that this formal independence might
be a necessity, given the wicked nature of the emigra-
tion phenomenon, as was mentioned earlier [Azad,
2019; Joarder & Miller, 2014]. These recruitment
agencies are, in the theoretical framework described
above, the link which a government can create for the
purpose of artificially connect two separated social
networks, thus favouring emigration. The theoretical
prediction which one could thus make is that such
agencies would be located in close geographical prox-
imity to the social network from which the migrant
departs, or to which the migrant arrives, or both at the
same time. This theoretical prediction would then
suggest that the recruitment agencies be distributed
across Bangladeshi cities roughly in the same propor-
tion as the number of Bangladeshi workers that emi-
grate from them. There are in total 1188 recruitment
agencies registered in the Bangladeshi Association
of International Recruitment Agencies, which are
distributed by city accordingly to the data indicated

in the table below? (Table 1).

The theoretical prediction would therefore suggest that
the largest portion of the emigrants originates from Dhaka,
followed by Chittagong. This is in fact required, if the
agency which acts as a link between the country of origin
and the country of destination is a component of the social
network of the prospected migrant, and therefore its loca-
tion on the network causes emigration. We can therefore
compare the table above with the figures related to the city
of origin of Bangladeshi emigrants who, as of 2019, are
currently employed abroad? (Fig. 2).

It can be seen how the relationship between the num-
bers contained in Table 1 and those in Figure 2 are low
or very low. The cities with the most emigrants are Cumil-
la, Brahmanbaria, Chattogram (Chittagong), and Tan-
gali, and only in Chittagong recruitment agencies are
present. Cumilla and Brahmanbaria are located in the
division of Chittagong, though, and it is in principle

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possible that the migrants from those cities are con-
nected to the recruitment agencies in Chittagong. This
still does not explain the largest prevalence of emigrants
from the area around Chittagong, which is supposed
to come second in the distribution, if indeed recruitment
agencies are the links through which migration flows are
established. Migration from Dhaka, on the other hand,
figures in the distribution immediately after the four cit-
ies enumerated above, and does indeed possess the high-
est number of recruitment agencies also. We however
believe that the large number of emigrants from Dhaka
is a reflection of the vastly larger population that the city
possesses with comparison to all others, and that this
is therefore scarcely representative of a possible role that
recruitment agencies might have in the favouring of mi-
gration. The comparison between the geographical dis-
tribution of recruitment agencies, which are de facto,
if not formally, managerial tools for migration by the
public administration, and the distribution of Bangladeshi
emigrants accordingly to the city of origin, seems to sug-
gest that there is no relationship between the two.

This, in turn, seems to suggest that the social network
theory alone is insufficient to explain the specific mi-
gration pattern observed for the Bangladeshi emigration,
and that therefore it is not generally valid. We can
however note how recruitment agencies are located
in close proximity not as much to the labour force
which they target, but rather to the ministerial agencies
from which they depend. This seems to suggest that
a strong public management of migration takes place
in Bangladesh, and that therefore a better explanation,
rather than social network theory, is required. We pro-
pose, as anticipated above, that the links established
by means of creation of recruitment agencies enable
the connection not of societies as a whole, but of pub-
lic administrations in particular.

Conclusions. Social network theory is not
sufficient to explain international migration

In this paper we have studied the relationship between
the social network theory on migration, and the theory
on public management of international migration. We iden-
tified a theoretical gap in the literature on the phenom-
enon of international migration, which relates to the
inability by social network theory, alone, and by public
management theory, alone, to explain why migration
occurs between two initially separated societies. We have
then tested social network theory in order to determine

whether it could, alone, explain the emigration patterns
of the Bangladeshi labour force. We have observed that
this is not the case, and that therefore the theory is fal-
sified at least for the case being studied. We therefore
propose that the theory of social networks for interna-
tional migration cannot correctly describe a world in which
governments and centralised public policies for the man-
agement of migration exists. Instead we suggest that the

establishment of migration flows follows not as much
the direct connections between social systems, but rath-
er the connections between national public administra-
tions of the country of origin and country of destination
of migratory flows. This theoretical explanation is con-
sistent with the literature on the public management
of international migration, which is therefore confirmed.
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
